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PAWI History

The Pentecostal Assemblies of the
West Indies International (PAWI) is
focusing on publishing a researched
history of the beginnings of the
Fellowship (from 1910) and a magazine
as part of its centennial celebrations in
2010. Since commencing the PAWI
History project in the year 2006, one
hundred and thirteen thousand dollars
($113,000.00 TT) have been spent to
bring the book to this point.
Approximate future cost to its
publication is five hundred and fifty
thousand TT dollars ($550,000.00 TT)
or eighty thousand US dollars

($80,000.00 US) and the magazine,
$5,000.00 US. Our plans to underwrite
these costs include pre-selling the
historical record at US $40.00 per copy
to all credential and church workers.

Through your contribution to and
promotion of the publications among
all constituents, widespread
distribution would be facilitated of both
the historical record of the PAWI
Fellowship and its centennial magazine
across and beyond the Caribbean
region, among our members and
adherents, and also among our ministry

Launched on Sunday 25th October, 2009

Sustained Prayer: On the Last Sunday of
every month until September 2010

Sunday 25th October 2009 was designated as
the launch of the PAWI Prayer Movement. All
churches were asked to give thirty (30) minutes
of corporate prayer for the expressed needs on
that day.

The following prayer points are to be
emphasized the last Sunday of every month:

1. Arenewal of God's presence in our lives,
ministries and churches;

2.The revitalization of vision and desires of
leadership;

3. A re-awakening of the fervor for evangelism;

4. An increased passion for holiness;

5.The visible evidence of unity in the Fellowship;

6. The reinstatement of prayer in each assembly;

7. Our children and youth may see, experience
and enjoy an atmosphere of prayer in our
Fellowship.

We suggest that prayer be made at all levels of
the Fellowship.

Fellowship:

« A fresh consecration of the Fellowship, its
leaders and workers to the Lord on PAWI Day,
celebrated on January 31st 2010.

* The names of districts/countries with specific
prayer requests will be posted on the PAWI
website, www.pawionline.org .

General Executive:

* The General Executive spent half day in prayer
at the October 22nd 2009 meeting and plans
to pray for at least two (2) hours on the first
day of each subsequent meeting.

* The respective district executive, credential
and departmental workers of the district
hosting the executive meeting shall be invited

to join us at these prayer sessions.

District:

« Each district's Presiding Bishop is to establish
a district-wide prayer chain of at least one
hundred (100) persons to pray for a minimum
of one hundred (100) days via telephone, in
person or by internet (e.g. Skype).

« Districts' Presiding Bishops are to designate
Prayer Coordinators to implement the prayer
chain with immediate effect.

+ Designate a time of prayer at each pastors
and workers' rap session, and organize prayer
retreats for each department.

Local Church:

+ On the last Sunday of every month, at least
fifteen (15) minutes be dedicated to prayer
in the Sunday morning service.

+ Each local church may appoint a prayer

coordinator and organize intercessory prayer

groups to intensify the prayer movement, to
emphasize prayer points, to motivate church
leaders and departments to pray, and to
follow the prayer schedule.

Conduct special teachings on prayer, and the

ministry of and baptism in the Holy Spirit.

establish term limits for Pastors

a) more Pentecostal institutions (e.g
primary, secondary schools),
b) emphasize the learning of Spanish,
French especially in Bible School

8) Networking of churches and districts:

a) sharing of information in a timely
manner through publications and

emails

b) regular gatheringsi.e. conferences,

camps, rallies, quarterlies
c) support of local and district
activities and projects

9) Re-emphasis on dependence on the
Holy Spirit's operation in the church

with the freedom for those so gifted to

minister regardless of race, gender
or age

10) District leaders/international leaders
should be full-time to oversee the
Fellowship effectively

11) The Voice of PAWI should be heard in
the nations on social and secular issues

12) Quality leadership of the church
through strategic planning and
implementation of biblical principles

13) Change in the attitude to and respect
for those who labour in the vineyard

14) Adequate compensation to ministers
including credential workers, especially
female ministers

15) Emphasis on the operation of the
five-fold ministry in the church
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world at large.
